You Can’t Take it
With You

Doesn’t it sound like it
would be so simple to
choose life over death,
poverty over riches and
good over evil when
listening to Jesus’
words? But as we live
each day, we find it’s
not always that easy to
choose, and that is our challenge.

Qoheleth, the speaker in the first reading, looks
about him and upon seeing the reality of life and
death, wisely concludes that to amass wealth is
futile since we cannot take our material fortunes
with us after death.

St. Paul tells us to set our hearts on what pertains to
higher realms. He goes on to say what that would
mean - giving up whatever in our nature is rooted in
the earth. He says we must be formed in the image
of our Creator and that Christ must be everything.

Jesus says very clearly in today’s Gospel that we
should grow rich in the sight of God not rich in
goods for ourselves, because all those riches are left
behind. The man in the parable who built larger
grain bins thought he had it made, but then his
earthly life was over. What good was all his
wealth? Jesus actually called the man, “fool.”

The person who has money in the bank, a grand
home, vacation villas and gems galore thinks he has
it made. But, would Jesus call him a fool? Not
necessarily. His attitude toward his possessions
is very key. As long as his possessions do not
possess him, he can very well be on the right track.

There seems to be a need to balance our lives in all
we do. This person with all the riches may also be
very much in tune with his Creator, keeping Christ
as the center of his life. He may give much of his
wealth to those less fortunate, give of his time and
talents to make the world a better place, and do
many things that help him follow the way of the
Lord. When we set our hearts on what pertains to
the higher realms, that is of God, we store up
